Day 1 & 2 of 2025 has ran very smoothly. | would like to
take this opportunity to again welcome the whole school
community back for the 2025 School year. It is an exciting
time at Beverford District Primary School with growing
enrolments and strong numbers in the junior grades.

It is wonderful to have a consistent staff team again this
year. A great team of educators who are highly skilled and
student-focused in all their work. We welcome Mel
Cleeland to the school; Mel will be a huge asset to the
school with her teaching and leadership. We welcome back
Chloe Wren in the Wellbeing and Inclusion Coordinator
role.

Thank you to Mel Cleeland & Danielle Pretty (Senior
Classroom), Demi Salau (Middle Classroom) and Tamika
Elford (Junior Classroom) who have worked tirelessly over
the holidays planning an inclusive, differentiated and
engaging curriculum to teach the students in Term 1. The
classrooms look great and we are all looking forward to
working closely with all of our families this year.

Our Education Support staff provide great support to our
students, staff and families. Lois Caeli is the Business
Manager and will be at school on Mondays and
Wednesdays. Matika Mitchell will support the Middle
Classroom in the mornings and Specialist subjects after
lunch. Milla Devlin will work in the Junior Classroom up until
lunchtime.

We start the school year with 31 students, which is
wonderful. Fingers crossed that this may grow throughout
the year. During Literacy and Numeracy, the school will be
run in three classrooms with 6 students in the Prep
classroom, 13 students in the 1/2 room and 12 students in
the 3-6 class. The school will run in two or three classrooms
for specialist subjects that are delivered after lunch. Please
refer to the timetable attached.

School Uniform

Homework

The Homework Program is an important part of school at
Beverford. All students are encouraged to read every night
and have their reading diary signed at least 3 or 4 times a
week by an adult.

Beginning in Week 2, students will receive Maths and
Spelling based tasks to complete in their Homework book.
These activities will support what is being taught in the
classroom at that time.

Students will have a blue-labelled homework bag that
needs to be brought to school every day. This will contain
readers, their reading diary, the homework book and any
other communication between home and school such as
notes and newsletters.
